A minimum of 50% of the contact hours shall relate directly to the clinical application of speech-language pathology. The balance of hours shall relate to general speech-language pathology theory and practice, including, but not limited to, supervision and consultation skills, and curriculum development, and trans-disciplinary issues or skills.

Continuing Competence shall be maintained through participation in; academic instruction in speech language pathology, non-academic courses, seminars, conferences, workshops, educational events held at ASHA conventions, facility based in-service training including grand rounds, webinars, teleconferences, teleseminars, video lectures and video courses, new or renewed certification in cardiopulmonary resuscitation, infection control education, journal study, training as required by the licensee’s employer, publications related to speech language pathology, public professional presentations relating to speech language pathology, speech language pathology research projects, product development, teaching a course related to speech-language pathology.

Hours shall include but are not limited to the following categories of which the maximum hours which may be accumulated for a specific activity are:

· Maximum of 4 hours for new or renewal certification in adult, child and infant CPR;
· Maximum of 2 hours for infection control education;
· Maximum of 12 hours for journal study;
· Maximum of 2 hours for training required by the licensee's employer;
· Maximum of 12 hours for publication of a journal or magazine article related to speech-language pathology;
· Maximum of 8 hours for public professional presentations relating to speech-language pathology;
· Maximum of 8 hours for presentation relating to speech-language pathology including workshops lectures, and in-service training;
· Maximum of 12 hours for research project in speech-language pathology;
· Maximum of 4 hours for product development;
· Maximum of 8 hours for teaching a course related to speech-language pathology.
