Respondents received
the Order sent via U.S. First Class Mail as the U.S. Postal
Service did not return them to the Department.

On August 7, 2014, Respondents received the Order,
sent via Certified Mail, at both addresses. Respondents
failed to request a hearing or reach a settlement with the
Department on or before September 8, 2014 (which 1is the
first business day after thirty days from the August 7,
2014 delivery date) as required to avoid Default.

It is hereby ORDERED, that:
1. By operation of law, a default judgment was entered

against Respondents on September 9, 2014;
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2. The allegations contained in the August 1, 2014 Order
are hereby deemed true; and
3. Respondent Lancaster Auto Sales LLC”’s New Hampshire

Retail Seller license is hereby suspended.
