· Lebanon Municipal Airport – 1 passenger airline
· Manchester-Boston Regional Airport – 4 passenger airlines and 3 cargo airlines
· Portsmouth International Airport at Pease – 2 passenger airlines
The Bureau manages and regulates capital improvement projects at the airports that are open to the public.  The Bureau provides resources and expertise to these airports and their consultants in engineering, planning, permitting, property acquisition, and equipment acquisitions.
