Eligible Subrecipients:

· Public agencies or private nonprofit organizations engaged in public transportation, including those providing services open to a segment of the general public, as defined by age, disability, or low income. 

Eligible Activities:

· Capital projects to replace, rehabilitate and purchase buses, vans, and related equipment, and to construct bus-related facilities. (80% Federal, 20% Local) 
· Note: Agencies must identify 20% local match, but the State will try to identify up to 10% of the non-federal match, through State Capital Budget matching funds, for each project.
