 The scale, as printed, must use standard measures of whole units such as an engineering rule of 1 to 10.

 The location of the 100-year flood plain, if applicable to the proposed project (i.e. impacts within 100-yr floodplain = needed, no impacts within 100-yr floodplain = not needed).
 FORMCHECKBOX 
 If the topography is to be permanently altered, show the existing and proposed contours at 2’ intervals.
