STIP Update Report
Linda confirmed that everyone is using the STIP Update Report dated September 2, 2016 that was sent to the interagency members on September 2nd for their review.
15731 Portsmouth & Eastern Federal Lands Highway Division Insert
It was explained that the Portsmouth, NH – Kittery, ME Project 15731 and the Eastern Federal Lands Highway Division TIP projects for New Hampshire were inserted at the end of the September 2,2016 STIP Update report as requested by FHWA for completeness.
Time Line of STIP 30 Day Notice and Approvals
Glenn, reiterated (based on previous interagency discussions) that the target date to have an approve STIP was December and FHWA/FTA usually required two weeks leeway for their approval.
Glenn, asked the MPOs to provide three target dates for the STIP Update approval - 1) start of comment period, 2) TTAC meeting date for recommendation for approval, and 3) the MPO meeting date for approval. 
There was a discussion on the timing of the comment period.  Glenn suggested the comment period start or be completed before the TTAC’s recommendation for approval.  David W. commented that the end date of their comment period usually coincides with the Policy Committee meeting that approves the Update.  He expressed that with the limited comments received in the past he was not concerned about starting the comment period during or after the TTAC meeting.  The other MPOs concurred with David’s comments.

 Glenn expressed concern that NRPC’s MPO approval would not leave sufficient time for FHWA/FTA to approve the STIP by the agreed upon target date of December.  He asked if there were options to have an earlier approval date by NRPC.  Julie Chizmas indicated that this could be a discussion at an upcoming meeting.	
Questions or Comments on the Report
Julie, NRPC, expressed that it would be helpful to have the Route/Road field included in the report to help to identify projects.  Glenn indicated that future reports would include this field.
Julie , NRPC,  reiterated her comments from the July Interagency meeting that some transit projects had “Other” instead of “Town” as providing match, Carol explained the match for transit could be “Town” or “Other” and coding is based on the funding instructions from the PM. Carol suggested that Julie work Fred Butler the PM to identify the correct match source.
Julie, NRPC, mentioned the incorrect CAA codes have not been corrected.   (NHDOT noted at the July meeting some of the CAA codes were incorrect as they didn’t import to the temporary platform for the Update correctly and we are working on that to fix them).  
Julie, NRPC, also stated that some transit projects had “Other” instead of “Muni/Local” in the Managed By field, Carol explained that some transit agencies may be independent of a town/city and should be classified as “Other” and that a project manager may have selected the wrong choice when setting up the project.  At the end of her comments Julie stated she would be sending a list of comments to NHDOT and asked if she should send it out to everybody at the Interagency and Carol asked that that be done.
David, RPC, stated that the COAST projects’ funding amounts didn’t match with the FTA amounts.  Glenn asked that the project manager be sent the correct amounts so that new estimates could be processed and included in the October Minor STIP Revisions.  Dave and Colin wanted to include the changes in the Update to reflect changes he made in his TIP.  Glenn explained this change would require would require rework of data (estimate and programming) and regeneration of the reports and could possibly introduce errors. He explained that change in the minors since the last approved amendment will roll-up into the approved STIP. Cyndi Vigue, FHWA, asked on Leigh Levine’s behalf for confirmation that the STIP Update being discussed is the final draft version and NHDOT confirmed.  
Colin, SRPC, wanted to make us aware that Newmarket may be backing out of the Newmarket 13878 project.  We will work with the project manager to update Colin on this.
