adopt 103.01, previously effective 1/25/2011 (Doc. #9852), and expired 7/1/2014 pursuant to RSA 541-A:17, II,  amend Mhp 302.01, effective 6/24/2015 (Doc. #10857), by amending paragraphs (a) and (b), inserting a new paragraph (k), renumbering existing (k)-(o) as (i)-(p), and inserting a new (q) and  amend Mhp 402.01, effective 1/22/2015, (Doc.#10762) by inserting a new paragraph (d) and renumbering the existing (d)-(f) as (e)-(g).  Persons and groups affected by these rules include licensed pastoral psychotherapists, independent clinical social workers, clinical mental health counselors, and marriage and family therapists.
