I. PUBLIC HEARING ON PROPOSED RULES 

A. The Board held a public hearing on proposed rules Mhp 101.01, Mhp 103.01, Mhp 302.01 and Mhp 402.01.  No one appeared to testify for or against the rules. 
II. CORRESPONDENCE 
A. AASCB Executive Committee – The Board reviewed a letter from AASCB  regarding portability of licensees and discussed hosting a meeting on May 20, 2016 with all New England Boards to talk about portability. Motion was made by Alan Goodman and seconded by Diane Vaccarello to have Dr. Goodman draft an invitation to this meeting.  Motion passed unanimously.
B.  Hammonds-White, Dr. Susan & Smith, Dr. Robert -  The Board read and filed a letter from Dr. Hammonds-White and Dr. Smith regarding portability, licensure title and scope of practice. 
C. Hayden, Nelson – The Board reviewed a letter from Mr. Hayden asking if the Board determines that a conviction of a felony or misdemeanor crime precludes an applicant from consideration for licensure.  Motion was made by Dayl Hufford and seconded by Richard Phelps to send a letter to Mr. Hayden stating that the answer is “no.”  The Board of Mental Health Practice is charged with protecting the public.  NH Statute RSA 330-A:1 states “the purpose of this chapter is to regulate mental health practice by practitioners in the state to assure that the services provided are effective and of a quality consistent with the standard of care within each profession, and to safeguard the public against harm which may be caused by untrained, unskilled, or unlicensed practitioners…”  The Board protects the public by carefully considering all applications, along with  supporting documents, for licensure.  NH Administrative Rule Mhp 302.03 specifies the process for submitting an application for licensure.  Mhp 302.03 (g-j) specifically addresses  the process for denial of an application.  Mhp 302.03 (j) allows for any applicant to request a hearing after receiving notification of an application being denied.  It is the charge of the Board to determine whether or not the public is protected.  The Board does this by following NH Administrative Rules 100-500 and RSA 330-A.  Motion passed unanimously.

III.   DISCUSSION 
A.  Guidelines for teletherapy –  Each mental health professional Board member will examine its code of ethics for guidelines that address teletherapy.  This information will be reviewed at the November 20, 2015 Board meeting.
Upon the motion of Alan Goodman and seconded by Dayl Hufford, the Board, by roll call vote, resolved to conduct a non-public session for the purpose of discussing applications, investigations of alleged misconduct of licensees, final disciplinary action and other adjudicatory decisions,  in accordance with RSA 91-A:3, II (c), RSA 91-A:3, II (e), RSA 91-A:5, IV, Lodge v. Knowlton, 118 N.H. 574 (1978), RSA 330-A:29, V, and the Board’s executive and deliberative privileges.  Each member recorded his or her vote on the motion, which passed by the unanimous vote of all members present.

Upon the motion of Alan Goodman and the second of Dayl Hufford, the Board by roll call vote, resolved to withhold the minutes of the preceding non-public session, with the exception of approved applications, responses to motions and disciplinary actions until they are served from public disclosure pursuant to RSA 91-A:3, III on the grounds that public disclosure would be likely to affect adversely the reputation of a person other than a Board member and to render the proposed action ineffective.  Each member recorded his or her vote on the motion, which passed by the unanimous vote of all members present.
