Guidelines for Archaeological Report Abstracts
Please submit report abstracts electronically.

Provide succinct description that highlights archaeological findings made during field investigations.

· Abstract should be approximately 150 words or less.

· Indicate all towns which project area is located.

· Indicate size of survey area (acres/hectares, feet/meter, miles/kilometers).

· Note level of survey performed (if not already included in report title).

· Note whether previous surveys were conducted in project area.

· Briefly note activities performed (e.g. documentary research, background research, surface reconnaissance, remote sensing, subsurface testing, machine-assisted excavation, etc.)

· Indicate number of test units, testing intervals, and size/type of test unit.

· Focus on the results of the survey and highlight significant discoveries: number of sites, age, cultural affiliation, size, contents, function, integrity, research issues, significance.

· If applicable, indicate the site name or historic property name and include inventory number for archaeological sites.

· Briefly indicate the management recommendations

· Do not include: contracting firm or client names; unnecessary abbreviations; or, lengthy bibliographic citations.

· Do not cut and paste from conclusions.
