The following members were present:  Mark H. Tay, Esq., Chairman, Lois Parris, Peter Graves, Judy Williams, Juanita Martin, and Glenn F. Ritter.  Vice Chair Kenneth Nielsen was absent.  Also in attendance was Suzanne Beauchesne, Clerk of the Board. 
The meeting was called to order by Chairman Tay at 1:15 p.m.  Motion was made, seconded and passed to accept the minutes of the November 16, 2012 Board Meeting.

Complaint Hearings
Docket No. 12-02: Yvette Johnson v. Thomas Waters, Iron Wheel, Inc.
Respondent filed a request to continue hearing scheduled to be heard this date.  Chairman Tay GRANTED the request on January 8, 2013.  The Board unanimously agreed to hear the complaint at its next meeting scheduled for April 12, 2013.

Docket No. 12-03: Rodney and Sara Edwards v. The Agnes Bockmon Family, LLC

Complaint was withdrawn by letter dated December 21, 2012 from Robert A. Brazil, attorney for the Complainants.
Approval of Decision/Order

Docket 008-10:  Roland A. Morasse v. Ackerman’s Retirement Park (Robert and Barbara George).

Chairman Tay recused himself due to a professional conflict.  Lacking a quorum, the issue was tabled. 
New Complaints Received: 
Docket  13-01:  James M. Glendye, President, The Danville Iron Wheel Park Home Owners Association, et al (D.I.W.A.) v. Thomas Waters, Iron Wheel, Inc.

Discussion took place on the merits of hearing the case.  It was determined that the Board must act within the statutory framework set forth in RSA 205-A:27 and in so doing must dismiss the case.  Chairman Tay agreed to draft the order.  A motion to dismiss was made by Williams, seconded by Martin, and unanimously agreed to by the Board.  

The Board was made aware of a new complaint received by Pine Gardens Mobile Home Park v. David and Judy Estes.  The Board presided over a matter involving the identical parties in 2012.  The Board agreed to hear the case at its next meeting on April 12, 2013.

Other Business:
Final Proposal – Administrative Rules (Man 200 and 300-400).  Graves made a motion to accept the rules as presented.  The motion was seconded by Williams and unanimously approved by the Board.   
Board Composition
Board is still awaiting one gubernatorial appointment (Glenn F. Ritter), and two appointments to be made by the Speaker.  It was also noted that Vice-Chair Nielsen had expressed his desire to cycle off of the Board at the end of his term (7/15/13).  The opening would provide for a NH Bar appointment.  It was also noted that Chairman Tay and Peter Graves’ terms ended in 2013.
