MINUTES

BOARD OF MANUFACTURED HOUSING MEETING 

Monday, January 28, 2002

1:00 PM

Room 201 – LOB

Chairman Kenneth Nielsen called the meeting to order at 1:03 p.m.

The following members were present:  Steve Baker, Rep. Warren Henderson, Rep. Robert Letourneau, Atty. Ken Nielsen, Florence Quast, Linda Rogers, George Maskiell, Ashton Welch and Sherrie Keith.  Also present for the Board:  Wynn Arnold and Kristin Spath, AG’s Office for the Board.  

Other persons and parties in attendance included Richard & June Smith, Frank & Denise Sacco, Paul Kiely, Atty. Hibbard, Jeffrey Ursillo.

Full tape recorded transcripts are maintained by the Board.

Deliberations – the Board maintains full tape-recorded transcripts of each hearing and the deliberations on each.
Rep. Henderson made a motion to accept the Minutes of the December 4, 2001 Board Meeting.

Complaint Hearings: 
016-01  Richard & Jane Smith v. Paul Kiely Real Estate (Hueber Trailer Park) 

017-01  Frank J. & Denise T. Sacco v. Paul Kiely, Paul Kiely Real Estate & Construction (Hueber Trailer Park) 

Chairman Nielsen explained the process of our meetings and asked if there were any objections to combining the hearings since the complaints were identical.  There were no objections.

Issue:  Closing park RSA 205-A-2 II,III, IX &XI

*Frank Sacco:  Setout a timeline from 1968 to present.  Mr. Sacco provided a typewritten copy, included in the minutes.  Mr. Sacco went over the timeline and explained each date in detail.  Fair Market Value 1992 $10,000 – feels home is worth $17,000.  Pays $135 per month.  

Questions by Atty. Hibbard:  Bought home from father and never saw a copy of park rules.  Never had any discussion about selling his unit.  5 units left in the park.  Not assessed.  Town eval. $6600.00.  

Mr. Baker made a motion to dismiss the case, seconded by Linda Rogers.  Motion failed 3 to 4.

June Smith:  Spoke of a third party who is an attorney who has concept plan or a project called Sunlake Village.  There are 26 units with $400,000 to $500,000 homes.  She believes that this is the reason for the park closing.  Purchased her property for $10,000 in 1995.  Made extensive modifications to property.  10 x 50 mobile home - 12 x 50 addition, plus deck.

Mr. Kiely, Park Manager – Park is owned by Mr. Snell in North Carolina, his sister’s father-in-law.  The park is not economically feasible to maintain.  Have made a good faith effort to repair septic system and there are still issues.  Civil engineer gave him an estimate of $36,000 for new septic system or $37,000 to hook into another system.  $5,000 – $10,000 for new well.  $10,000 – $12,500 for new water system.  With only 6 units in the park it is not economically sound to make these repairs with real estate taxes and repairs.  The rent would be $400 – 500 per month.  Current rent is $135.00.  
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Motion by Steve Baker and seconded by Rep. Warren Henderson.  Find in favor of park owner  - Mr. Baker believes we do not have jurisdiction.  Vote was 4 –2 with 2 abstaining.  Steve Baker will prepare the draft decisions.  Complaint hearing closed at 3:25 p.m.

Complaint - 014-01 – Joan McLaughlin v. Portsmouth Mobile Homes, Inc. d/b/a Hillcrest Estates – Advised by the attorneys that parties are in process of settling.

Rep. Warren Henderson made the motion to accept the draft order and was seconded by Florence Quast.  Vote was 8-0 with 1 (Rep. Letourneau) abstained.  Order will be mailed to parties.

A motion was made finding Ms. Butruccio is a tenant, however, she did not sustain her case.  Chairman Nielsen made the motion and Rep. Warren Henderson seconded.  Motion carried 6-0-1.  Chairman Nielsen will prepare the draft decision.
