BOARD OF MANUFACTURED HOUSING MEETING
Monday, January 28, 2008
1:00 PM

The following members were present:  Kenneth R. Nielsen, Esq., Mark H. Tay, Esq., Robert Hunt, Esq., George Twigg, III, Juanita Martin, Peter Graves, Judy Williams, and Rep. Anthony F. Simon and along Connie Stratton, Esq. representing the Attorney General’s Office, and Anna Mae Twigg, Clerk of the Board.   Absent was Board Member Rep. David H. Russell, 

Full tape recorded transcripts are maintained by the Board.

Deliberations – the Board maintains full tape-recorded transcripts of each hearing and the deliberations on each.

The meeting was called to order by Chairman Tay at 1:05 p.m.  Motion was made, seconded and passed to accept the Minutes of the October 5, 2007 Board Meeting.

Complaint Hearings:  
002-07, Robert Brooks v. Camp Sargent Road Cooperative Inc.  Board Member Robert Hunt recused himself from the hearing due to a conflict of interest.  Ms. Davida Barnes was present representing Mr. Robert Brooks who was not present.  Atty. Robert Shepard, representing Camp Sargent Road Coop presented jurisdictional issues.  The boundary lines were changed and the driveway is a driveway policy.  Chairman Tay cited that the Board has jurisdiction over residents and owners.  In order for the Board to decide on its jurisdiction, it is necessary that Mr. Brooks be present.  Board Member Simon made a motion to deny the complaint due to lack of jurisdiction.  In discussion, Board Member Nielsen stated that the complainant could take the issue elsewhere, nor prevent Mr. Brooks from asking for reconsideration of the Board’s decision within 30 days of the issuance of the ruling.  Motion carried and the complaint was dismissed.  
003-07, Beverly A. & Richard J. Dion v. Windy Acres Cooperative, Inc.  Atty. Michael Furst representing Windy Acres Cooperative raised the jurisdictional question regarding the issue of the fence and right-a-way.  Mr. Dion stated that the fence was erected to contain a dog, and the neighbor no longer has a dog.  The Dions do not have access to the right-a-way and the fence should be moved 3 feet for safety issues.  This is the same issue that the Board heard last year and that case settled.  Mr. Dion’s neighbor who is a tenant in the coop didn’t want to cooperate.  Chairman Tay urged the parties to resolve the issue and suspended the hearing on this matter as the Board wants a step toward a resolution.  In order to do so the third party needs to be in attendance.  Complaint Hearing 003-07, Dion v. Windy Acres continued.  Atty. Furst reported that a resolution had not been reached.  Chairman Tay made the motion that the Dions file a new complaint and serve a copy of the original complaint to Ken and Robin Drouin, neighboring third parties residing at Lot 46, Windy Acres, to enjoin them in the matter.  Motion was seconded by Mr. Twigg.  Motion carried.   

Pending Complaints: 
004-07,  Richard F. Williams v. Fieldstone Village Coop.  The question was raised if the complaint has merit.  The issue is the park isn’t enforcing its rules.  Rep. Simon made the motion that the Board does not have jurisdiction.  The motion was seconded by Atty. Hunt.  The motion carried.  Chairman Tay will draft a letter to the complainant.  A possibility of mediation was discussed, and the letter will be discussed at the next Board meeting.
001-08, Irene Lemieux v. Ackerman’s Retirement Park (Robert & Barbara George).  Chairman Tay recussed himself due to a conflict of interest.  Vice Chairman, Nielsen presided.  Complaint issue is a sewer line under the home which the park owner attempted to repair with duct tape.  It is the park owner’s responsibility for utilities underground, not above ground.  Atty. Hunt questioned the component of underground systems.  Part of the underground system is the park owners responsibility.  Where does underground end?  Ground level or further up?  Atty. Nielsen moved to hear the facts and to schedule a hearing.  All were in favor.  
Board Terms:  

Peter Graves has been reappointed for another three year term expiring on November 22, 2010.

Juanita Martin’s term will expire on June 24, 2008.  Ms. Martin indicated that she would like to be considered for another three year term.

Next Board Meeting is scheduled for Monday, March 17, 2008, at 1:00 P.M.
