The following members were present:  Mark H. Tay, Esq., Chairman, Kenneth R. Nielsen, Esq., Vice Chairman, Rep. Clifford Newton, George Twigg, III, Juanita Martin, Lois Parris, Peter Graves, Judy Williams, Connie Stratton, Esq., representing the Attorney General’s Office, and Anna Mae Twigg, Clerk of the Board.  Absent was Rep. David H. Russell.   
Full tape recorded transcripts are maintained by the Board.

Deliberations – the Board maintains full tape-recorded transcripts of each hearing and the deliberations on each.

The meeting was called to order by Chairman Tay at 1:03 p.m.  Motion was made, seconded and passed to accept the Minutes of the January 10, 2011 Board Meeting.

Board Members Appointments:  Rep. Clifford Newton was appointed by the Speaker of the House of Representatives replacing Rep. Larry Brown along with the reappointment of Rep. David Russell, effective January 7, 2011.
Complaint Hearing: 

Docket 006-10:  Gloria A. Carey v. Silver Bell Cooperative, Inc.  Complaint was received on December 2, 2010.  Issue:  RSA 205-A:2, II © and RSA 2025-A:2, II (g).  Approval for membership in the Silver Bell Cooperative.  Rep. Newton asked to be recused due to a conflict of interest with both parties.  There was one remaining issue in Ms. Carey’s complaint as to membership in the Cooperative and that is “Tenancy”.  The bylaws say adult residents who own and live in the park on a permanent year round basis can be members of the Cooperative.  The difference in rent is $200 per month to $230 per month.  Mrs. Carey has a business in Connecticut and will be retiring this year.  Mrs. Carey has a daughter and grandchild who reside in the park and she is wrapping up affairs in Connecticut.  Mrs. Carey wants to be a member and to be able to vote and be involved in the Cooperative.  The parties took a break to discuss a possible settlement and came to an agreement that Mrs. Carey shall continue to be a non-member of the cooperative until she establishes primary residency in the park and she will spend approximately one half time at the park.  Upon production of a New Hampshire drivers license she will receive membership status within 30 days.  Mrs. Carey will continue to pay non-member rental rate until proof of residency is established.  
New Complaints Received:
007-10:  John R. & Pamela B. Murray v. Donald Toy/Toy’s Manufactured Housing.  Schedule for hearing in April.

008-10:  Roland A. Morasse v. Ackerman’s Retirement Park (Robert and Barbara George).  Schedule for hearing to obtain more information.  Chairman Tay asked to be recused as he has represented Mr. George in other matters.

Other Business
FY 2012-2013 Budget Reductions. The Governor has asked that all agencies operate at 95% of the FY 2011 budget for FY 2012 and 2013.  Vice Chairman Nielsen gave an update on the December 16, 2010 meeting with the Governor’s Budget personnel.  Issues discussed were the cost of the Board’s copier, discontinuance of the Board Member’s travel allowance, along with staff salary.  The Governor’s budget will be introduced in mid February.

HB 232-FN:
relative to abandoned homes in manufactured housing parks.

HB 596:
establishing a recommended procedure upon the abandonment and/or 



foreclosure of a manufactured or mobile home within a housing park.

HB 322:  
relative to occupancy fees charged by manufactured housing park owners.
