BOARD OF MANUFACTURED HOUSING MEETING 

Friday, March 8, 2002

1:00 PM

Room 201 – LOB

Chairman Kenneth Nielsen called the meeting to order at 1:10 p.m.

The following members were present:  Sherrie Keith, Rep. Robert Letourneau, George Maskiell, Florence Quast, Linda Rogers and Atty. Kenneth Nielsen.  Absent were Rep. Warren Henderson and Steve Baker.  Also present for the Board was Atty. Connie Stratton, AG’s Office legal counsel to the Board.  Atty. Wynn Arnold, AG’s Office legal counsel to the Board arrived during the Melvin v. Cook hearing.

Other persons and parties in attendance included Marie Melvin, Mr. & Mrs. Arthur Cook, Atty. Joseph Hamilton, Regina Snuffer, George Hast and Atty. Charles Russell.

Full tape recorded transcripts are maintained by the Board.

Deliberations – the Board maintains full tape-recorded transcripts of each hearing and the deliberations on each.

Sherrie Keith made the motion and was seconded by Linda Rogers to accept the Minutes of the January 28, 2002 Board Meeting.  
The Board met in Non-Public Session to confer with counsel.

Complaint Hearings:  
008-01  Steven Dufour/Debrah Winship v. Holiday Acres - Complaint withdrawn by Mr. Dufour.

019-01  John & Marilyn Murphy v. Holiday Acres – Complainant requests hearing be rescheduled due to employment conflict and are not available on Fridays.  Atty. Allen does not object.

018-01 Marie Melvin v. Mr. & Mrs. Arthur Cook (Cook’s MHP)

Rep. Robert Letourneau recused from hearing.  Ms. Melvin claims she has not received park rules and that they cannot have any contractors come into the park to do work on her property without the owner’s permission.  Ms. Melvin produced letters from a contractor stating that Mr. & Mrs. Cook, the park owners, are asking for proof in insurance and harassed him.  Attorney Hamilton claims that the sign has been there for quite awhile, and that they are enforcing this rule because of insurance liability.  They also claim that the tenants have received a copy of the rules.  Board member George Maskiell asked Atty. Hamilton if he had a copy of the rules with him today and why not give them to Ms. Melvin.  Atty. Hamilton handed a copy of the rules to Ms. Melvin who said she would have to have her attorney look at them before she would sign as accepting the rules.  Deliberation and Decision:  The Board ordered the Respondents to provide a set of park rules to the Complainant and were handed to her during the hearing.  There was not enough evidence given to determine if any statutes were broken regarding allegations that the park owners were denying contractors from entering the park and that they are required to show certificates of insurance.  Contract work ordered to be done on the Complainant’s home was completed. George Maskiell will draft the decision.

Regina Snuffer v. Sherryland, Inc.  

Ms. Snuffer has four issues.  Garden issue which was decided by the court.  Rain barrel which has been removed.  Parking cars – valid issue, and the unauthorized guest, which is also a valid issue.  The Chair went over the time lines concerning the Motion to Dismiss and the Motion to Defer Action.  Atty. Russell asked that the Board step back and look at itself, since he has a court case pending against the Board and doesn’t feel his client can get a fair and impartial hearing.  Ms. Snuffer agreed to a delay if that is what needs to be done.     

Motion. to Dismiss (60) Day Rule. Motion made by Rep. Robert Letourneau and seconded by George Maskiell, passed 6-0 to deny based on the timeliness for actions and the remedy for not meeting timeframes is not reason for dismissal.  Discussion surrounded around why we should hear the case in order to resolve the issue.  

Motion to Defer Action, Respondent’s, Sherryland, Inc.’s Position on Complainant’s Four Claims, Respondent’s Supporting Exhibits, and Respondent’s Supporting Memorandum of Law to Motion to Dismiss.  Motion made by Florence Quast and seconded by Rep. Robert Letourneau to deny.  Passed 6-0.

The hearing on the 2 remaining issues will be held on April 22, 2002.
