Approval of Order:  

Docket 006-05:  Nellie Corringham v. Pine Gardens Mobile Home Park, Inc., (also referred to as Pine Gardens Manufactured Homes, Inc.).  The hearing was held on January 30, 2006.   Four main issues were heard along with Complainant’s Motion to Correct Pleadings.  Rulings on the Motions included:  Official name of the park.  Attorney Rosenberg, present and representing the Respondent, Pine Gardens, will speak to his client regarding the official name of the park, or he has 10 days to object.  Board members agreed on the language in the decision regarding the Board’s decision on the shed, the tree removal and landscaping, water and sewer fees and park’s entrance fee.  The order was approved subject to confirmation of the legal name of the park, along with a typographical error correction.  The order was will be sent to the parties, however, it may need a subsequent order as modified.
