BOARD OF MANUFACTURED HOUSING MEETING 

Monday, April 22, 2002

1:00 PM

Chairman Kenneth Nielsen called the meeting to order at 1:00 p.m.

The following members were present:  Rep. Robert Letourneau, George Maskiell, Florence Quast, Linda Rogers, Rep. Warren Henderson, Steve Baker, Judy Williams and Atty. Kenneth Nielsen.  Absent was Sherrie Keith.  Also present for the Board was Anna Mae Twigg, Clerk, and Atty. Connie Sratton, AG’s Office legal counsel to the Board.

Other persons and parties in attendance included Mark Leach, Phil & Nancy Kerr.

Full tape-recorded transcripts are maintained by the Board.

Deliberations – the Board maintains full tape-recorded transcripts of each hearing and the deliberations on each.

Presentation by Ann Edwards and Bud Fitch from the Attorney General’s Office on preparing orders and decisions.

Motion was made and seconded to accept the Minutes of the March 8, 2002 Board Meeting

Complaint Hearings:  
011-01:  Regina Snuffer v. Sherryland, Inc.  Complainant’s Motion to Continue received from Regina Snuffer & Respondent’s Concurrence.  Granted.  Hearing will be scheduled for June 10, 2002.
019-01:  John & Marilyn Murphy v. Holiday Acres – Atty. Allen requests hearing be rescheduled due to conflict.  The Murphys do not object.  Schedule for next meeting.  Hearing will be scheduled for June 10, 2002.

001-02:  Mark E. Leach v. Langley Brook Realty LLC (Langley Cove Mgmt Team) Phil & Nancy

Kerr, Julie Fletcher.  – Respondent, Julie Fletcher requests hearing be rescheduled due to 

conflict.  Mr. Leach objects – hearing will be held as scheduled.  Respondent Nancy Kerr corrected the name of the park; remove (Langley Cove Mgmt. Team).  Should be Langley Brook Realty LLC, Phil & Nancy Kerr, Julie Fletcher.  Hearing began at 2:00 p.m.  Mark Leach testified that at the time of purchase the park owner said they were going to make repairs and improvements in the park and they have not been done to date.  Mr. Leach is the only year-round resident who owns his home in the park.  The park owner owns and rents 3 units to year-round residents.  The rest of the units are seasonal, some campers, some are owned by the owner and others are owned by private parties.  The issue is whether the work being done on the water and sewer lines is new work or repairs.  RSA 205-A:2, IX, X and XI.  Mr. Leach feels that the park is charging him for the repair of an underground system.  He also charges that the park owner is not responsive to phone calls and the park rules are not in 10-point type.  Mrs. Kerr stated that they purchased the park in 1999.  There are several failing systems in the park.  They pump these systems more often or do not rent the units.   They are in the process of preparing to install a sewer system that will connect with the city system.  The system is in the approval process.  Mrs. Kerr said that they live adjacent to the park within walking distance.  She checks the message machine about twice a week in the off-season.  The new owners do not take a salary from the park.  They bought it in a run-down condition 
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and are doing the best they can to improve the living conditions.  The bank will approve the loan to make improvements if the rents can sustain the loan.  Rep. Henderson asked what type of park they were, all year or seasonal.  Four units are year-round, 

the reset are seasonal and camping.  The campers use shower and toilets provided by the park.  Deliberations:  Is it a manufactured housing park?  Debate.  Capital improvements v. repair?  Debate RSA 205-A:IX.  Rep. Henderson believes that the new sewer project is a capital improvement.  Rep. Henderson made the motion that: 1. The Board find in favor of the park owner that the sewer project is a capital project and doesn’t violate RSA 205-A: IX.  2.  Find in favor of the park owner that there is an owner or agent within the specification of RSA 205-A:2 X (a).  3.  Find in favor of the Complainant that Langley Brook Realty LLC is in violation of RSA 205-A:2 XI, that the rules are not in 10 point type. Motion seconded by Rep. Letourneau.  Roll call vote: 5 – 3.  (Nielsen, Henderson, Letourneau, Maskiell and Quast voted yes.  Baker, Rogers and Williams voted no.)  Motion passed.  Rep. Henderson preparing draft order.

Approval of Draft Orders:  

010-01 – Robin Butruccio v. Danville Four Seasons Facility (Paul Annaloro). Hearing held October 15, 2001.  Steve Baker recused from hearing.  Draft order prepared by Ken Nielsen.  Board approved order.

018-01 - Marie Melvin v. Mr. & Mrs. Arthur Cook (Cook’s MHP) – Draft order  prepared by George Maskiell.  The Board held a lengthy discussion concerning whether or not a park owner can prevent a tenant from calling and using repair people without insurance.  Specifically, if a park owner can require proof of insurance in order to access the park.  One more Board member is required to rule on this issue.  George Maskiell will redraft the decision for the June meeting.

Other Business

New Board Member Appointment:  Judy Williams, public member was in attendance.
1 day seminar – “What You Need to Know About Public Records and Open Meetings in NH” – June 28, 2002 in Manchester, NH.  Rep. Letourneau made the motion and was seconded by Rep. Henderson to encourage the Board Clerk, Anna Mae Twigg, to attend this conference and approved the payment of the $259.00 registration fee.  Motion carried.

001-01: - M/M Andrew Strout v. George Hast/Sherryland, Inc. – Settlement Agreement as to Strouts: Approved – Belknap Superior Court case of Sherryland, Inc. v. Mary & Andrew Strout et. al.  Further hearing will be held in the Belknap Superior Court on May 23, 2002 for Regina Snuffer.

The MEDVIL Assoc. v. NH Board of Manufactured Housing – Motions for Summary Judgment – Hillsborough County Superior Court decision.  Motions denied, and Motion to Dismiss granted.
Sherryland v. Bd. of Mfg. Housing – Merrimack Co. Superior Court hearing held on April 10, 2002, in which $1900.00 in attorney fees was requested.  Judge will issue decision at a later date.
