The meeting was called to order by Chairman Tay at 11:05 a.m.  Motion was made, seconded, and passed to accept the minutes of the April 12, 2013 Board meeting.

Approval of Board Decision:

Docket No. 12-02:  Yvette Johnson v. Thomas Waters, Iron Wheel, Inc.  

The decision to dismiss the complaint rendered at the April 12, 2013 board meeting, and written by Peter Graves, was unanimously approved.
Complaint Withdrawn:
Docket No. 13-02:  Pine Gardens Mobile Home Park v. David & Judy Estes.  

The Board recognized and noted complainant’s withdrawal.

New Complaints Received:

Docket No. 13-03:  Parkhurst v. Pine Knoll Village

Chairman Tay recused himself due to a professional conflict.  Park owner, Mrs. Jean Howe, has commenced eviction proceedings “for violation of Park Rules dated April 1, 2001, Section 14, Page 16 covering dogs”.  Complainants, Wayne and Linda Parkhurst, believe that the proposed eviction by Mrs. Howe is unjustified, unwarranted, and in violation of RSA 205-A:2 (VIII).  The Board unanimously agreed to hear the complaint at its next meeting scheduled for August 23, 2013. 
Docket No. 13-04:  Thomas Maniscalco v. Labonville Trailor Park

Complainant believes that Respondent has violated provisions of RSA 205-A:2 (VIII).  Specifically, Complainant states that Respondent failed to provide notice of park rule changes, disposed of personal property, and attempted to charge for repair or maintenance to the underground system.  The Board unanimously agreed to hear the complaint at its next meeting scheduled for August 23rd, 2013.
Other Business:
Board Terms/Composition.  After 18 years of service, Vice Chairman Ken Nielsen’s final term will end July 15th.  The NH Bar Association has appointed Attorney Robert D. Hunt whose 3-year term will become effective July 16, 2013.  Attorney Mark Tay was re-appointed to another three-year term, and the Board continues to await gubernatorial appointment of one public member.  The Board asked the Board Clerk to contact the Governor’s office to remind them of Glenn Ritter’s willingness to serve on the Board as a Public Member.
