BOARD OF MANUFACTURED HOUSING MEETING
Friday, June 13, 2008

The following members were present:  Mark H. Tay, Esq., Kenneth R. Nielsen, Esq., George Twigg, III, Juanita Martin, Peter Graves, Rep. David H. Russell, Judy Williams, Rep. Anthony F. Simon, and Anna Mae Twigg, Clerk of the Board.   Absent were Robert Hunt, Esq., Connie Stratton, Esq., representing the Attorney General’s Office.
Full tape recorded transcripts are maintained by the Board.

Deliberations – the Board maintains full tape-recorded transcripts of each hearing and the deliberations on each.

The meeting was called to order by Chairman Tay at 1:07 p.m.  Motion was made, seconded and passed to accept the Minutes of the May 12, 2008 Board Meeting.

Complaint Hearing:  

002-07:  Robert Brooks v. Camp Sargent Road Cooperative Inc.  Board Member Robert Hunt recused himself from the hearing due to a conflict of interest. At the May 12th meeting, the Board agreed to address the issue of jurisdiction and approved the Complainant’s Motion for Reconsideration.   The Board voted to grant the motion and scheduled an evidentiary hearing on this matter for June 13, 2008, on the issue of Park Rules as they are alleged to apply to the Complainant’s lot line, and the issue of alleged duress in connection with the Complainant’s execution of the disclosure of lot boundaries prior to purchase of the manufactured housing.  The Board heard testimony from both parties presenting three witnesses.  After hearing all of the witnesses presented by both parties, the Board unanimously agreed that the Complainant, Robert Brooks, had failed to carry his burden of proof and had failed to establish that his knowledge of the status of the lot line was last minute or that anyone attempted to coerce him into accepting the situation.  The Board ruled that allegations of this complaint have not been proven and dismissed the complaint.
New Complaint:
003-08:  Michael DellaCroce v. Brian Kaufman, Sherwood Glen.  Issue:  Respondent Park Owner allegedly took ¾ of the Complainant’s lot to build a building for construction vehicles.  After reviewing the complaint the Board requested that the Clerk send a letter to Mr. DellaCroce asking for further information within 14 days concerning his complaint.  Specifically, to identify the section of the NH statues that the complaint falls under.  The Respondent, Sherwood Glen, will have 10 days to submit any rebuttal.  At the Board’s next scheduled meeting on August 15, 2008, the Board will review all new information provided by both parties to determine if it has the jurisdiction to hear the complaint.
Other Business:
Board Member Juanita Martin has been reappointed to an additional 3-year term on the Board effective June 24, 2008 to June 24, 2011.

The next Board Meeting is scheduled for Friday, August 15, 2008, at 1:00 P.M.  The meeting adjourned at 3:00 p.m.
