BOARD OF MANUFACTURED HOUSING MEETING

Friday, November 5, 2004

The meeting was called to order by Chairman Kenneth R. Nielsen at 1:00 p.m.  

The following members were present:  Kenneth R. Nielsen, Esq., Florence E. Quast, Rep. David H. Russell, Esq., Linda J. Rogers and George Twigg, III.   Absent was Juanita Bruillard, Mark H. Tay, Esq., Rep. Robert J. Letourneau and Judy Williams.  Also present for the Board was Anna Mae Twigg, Clerk.

Full tape recorded transcripts are maintained by the Board.

Deliberations – the Board maintains full tape-recorded transcripts of each hearing and the deliberations on each.

Motion was made and seconded to accept the Minutes of the September 13, 2004 Board Meeting.

Complaints:

005-04:  Frank Casazza v. Pine & Pond Park, Inc., & Wilfred Cloutier, received 8/27/04.

Issues:  RSA 205-A:2 V & VI – Respondent has negated ability of Complainant to purchase manufactured home by continuously creating obstructions.  Complainant wishes to upgrade his location by purchasing a new manufactured home and the Respondent park owner denied Mr. Casazza the ability to place the new home at his site.  Mediation conducted by Chairman Nielsen and the parties and attorneys was held on October 20th, and an agreement was reached.  

006-04:  Ralph Doolan v. Joyce Varney, received September 16, 2004.  Attorney Rappa informed the board that he had a court conflict on Nov. 5th.  The Board was notified by Mr. Doolan that the parties are in the process of settling this complaint.  On Oct. 25th Mr. Doolan called the board and said his tenant has begun moving into the home and he has had no objections from the park, and  requested the case be removed from the Nov. 5th agenda. 

Board’s FY 2006 – 2007 Budget:  The Governor has mandated a 10% reduction in the Board’s $18,000.00 FY 2006 budget and an 8% reduction in the 2007 budget.  The reductions are to be taken from the class 020 Current Expenses and class 070 Instate Travel.  In 2006 the 020 Current Expenses will be reduced by $1,407.00 from $2,560.00 to $1,153.00, and the 070 Travel will be reduced by $827.00 from $1,500.00 to $673.00.  In 2007 the 020 Current Expenses will be reduced by $1,612.00 from $2,560.00 to $948.00, and the 070 Travel will be reduced by $946.00 from $1,500.00 to $554.00.  Board meeting travel averages $139.00 for each meeting.  The Board may be required to meet only 4 times a year.

Rules:  

A motion was made by Rep. Russell and seconded by George Twigg to adopt and approve Man 100 rules.  The board reviewed the changes to Man 200-300-400.  The Chairman will appear before the JCLAR on November 18th with corrections.  A motion was made and passed to accept the corrections.
