BOARD OF MANUFACTURED HOUSING MEETING 

Monday, December 2, 2002

12:00 Noon

Room 201 – LOB

Chairman Kenneth R. Nielsen called the meeting to order at 1:00 p.m.

The following members were present:  Sherrie Keith, Linda Rogers, Florence Quast, Kenneth R. Nielsen, Rep. Robert J. Letourneau, Rep. Warren Henderson and Judy Williams.  Absent:  George Maskiell and Steve Baker.  Also present for the Board were Anna Mae Twigg, Clerk, Atty. Connie Stratton and Atty. Wynn Arnold, AG’s Office legal counsels to the Board.

Full tape-recorded transcripts are maintained by the Board.

Deliberations – the Board maintains full tape-recorded transcripts of each hearing and the deliberations on each.

Motion was made and seconded to accept the Minutes of the October 7, 2002 Board meeting.  All in favor.

The Board accepted the resignation of Public Member George Maskiell effective immediately.  

Legislative Representative Warren Henderson will be leaving board – did not seek another legislative term.   They will be missed.

Motion for Reconsideration received from Atty. Russell in the matter of Regina Snuffer v. Sherryland, Inc. Docket 011-01.  Complainant Regina Snuffer’s Objection to Motion for Reconsideration.  Attorney Charles Russell made his appeal for reconsideration based on the fact that he was suing the Board and felt as though the Board could not be impartial in its decision making process.  In response, Mrs. Snuffer cannot understand why this doesn’t end.  She has won each point with the Board and the local courts.  The Board then went over Attorney Russell’s Motion point by point.  Motion was made by Ms. Quast to deny the Motion to Dismiss based upon our discussion on the point by point.  Seconded by Rep. Letourneau.  Motion passed unanimously.

Motion was made by Rep. Henderson to allow Chairman Nielsen to sign appropriate documents concerning this case.  Seconded by Rep. Letourneau.  Motion passed.

Complaint Hearing:  
004-02:  Brian W. McAdams v. Wagon Wheel Tenants Cooperative, Inc.  The coop charged Mr. McAdams $4,000 for connecting to the septic system.  $444.50 for electrical in 1998.  $1,000 for water line (Tom Howe contractor in Feb. 2000.)  $2,100 membership fee.  $1,300 sona tubes.  They claim that they are the only ones that have paid the $4,000 for the septic system.  Others have hooked into the system, however they have not paid any money toward the system.  

Attorney Donald Routhier questioned the witness concerning his claim.  Delores Pine and Bob Hill:  The dispute is over the $4,000.  The Nov. 24, 1997 letter claims that it was for septic.  Attorney Routhier claims that Mr. McAdams purchased the right to place his home in the coop.  The Board tried at length to discover what the $4,000 was for.  There are no documents to show other than the Nov. 24, 1997 letter.  Attorney Routhier in closing reminded the Board of the statute of limitations on these matters (3 years).
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In deliberation, Rep. Henderson moved that we find in favor of the Complainant that the Respondent did allegedly charge a fee as a precondition for tenancy without actual services rendered.  The $4,000 fee was illegally assessed and that it shall be returned to the Complainant.  This finding is subject to determination by the Attorney General’s office that the statute of limitations doesn’t bar this action.  Motion seconded by Rep. Letourneau.  Vote:  4 – 2 (roll call attached).  Motion carried.  Rep. Henderson will draft order.
