
MINUTES
BOARD OF MANUFACTURED HOUSING MEETING
Friday, September 25, 2015

The following members were present: Chairman Mark H. Tay, Esquire, Vice-Chair Peter Graves, Secretary Robert Hunt, Esquire, Judy Williams, Lois Parris, Glenn Ritter, Rep. Catherine Cheney, and Kenneth Dame.
Others in attendance included: Rick Wisler of the NH Joint Board. Also in attendance were David Beaudin, Bernard Dolan, Michael Frigon, Attorney Cindy Beaulac, Richard and Diane Burley, Donna and George Mague, and Jane Healey.
The meeting was called to order by Chairman Tay at 1:10 p.m. 
Approval of Minutes: The July 10, 2015 minutes were reviewed. A motion was made and seconded, and voted unanimously to accept the minutes of the July 10, 2015 meeting. 
Approval of Board Decision Docket 15-03: Chairman Tay explained the decision process to the public in attendance. Due to Tay’s recusal and Vice-Chair Graves’ absence from the 15-03 hearing held July 10, Secretary Hunt will sign the decision. Cheney asked a procedural question for voting on the decision as she had voted for/against some issues. Tay explained the board’s vote to approve the document should be an accurate reflection of the board’s decision(s) and vote(s) taken at the hearing. Tay recused himself from the table and Secretary Hunt presided.
Williams made a motion to approve the decision, seconded by Ritter, and unanimously approved. Cheney noted on July 10 she had voted against one of the decisions as she felt Frigon was not appropriately notified of fees. 

Tay returned to the table and presided.

Docket 15-04: Chairman Tay explained the respondent’s Motion to Continue was granted as a witness would not be available and no objection was filed with the Board. The hearing will be scheduled for the Board’s next meeting. 
New Complaints Received:
Docket 16-01: Chair Tay explained the process for a threshold review. Tay further explained the Board’s prior decision to dismiss a complaint for failure to enforce park rules on residents other than the tenant filing the complaint. Following discussions on all aspects of the complaint, the Board reached consensus that the complaint fails to identify an unreasonable or illegal park rule relative to occupancy as applied to the complainant and dismisses the same. The Board also reached consensus that it does have jurisdiction on the remaining issues and scheduled a hearing for their next meeting. Chair Tay will write the order.
Docket 16-02: The Board unanimously agreed that the issue is specific and directly relates to the Board’s jurisdiction. A hearing will be scheduled for the next meeting.
Board Terms:
Chairman Tay noted that Board members Williams and Ritter were both re-appointed for another 3 year term and congratulated both.

As there are three hearings scheduled for that date, the meeting will begin at 10:00 a.m. rather than its regular time, and shall be highlighted in notices mailed to all parties.
