MINUTES

BOARD OF MANUFACTURED HOUSING MEETING
Friday, November 16, 2012

The following members were present:  Mark H. Tay, Esq., Chairman, Kenneth R. Nielsen, Esq., Vice Chairman, Lois Parris, Rep. Glenn F. Ritter, Rep. David H. Russell, Peter Graves, Judy Williams.  Juanita Martin was absent.  Also in attendance was Suzanne Beauchesne, Clerk of the Board.  Louise Lavertu, Executive Director of the NH Joint Board of Licensure and Certification was present for the Public Hearing. 
The meeting was called to order by Chairman Tay at 1:20 p.m.  Motion was made, seconded and passed to accept the minutes of the September 14, 2012 Board Meeting.

Public Hearing: Administrative Rules – Initial Proposal

The public hearing was held to review changes to Administrative Rules slated to expire in February 2013.  Peter Graves made a motion to accept the changes to the rules as proposed.  Rep. Russell seconded, and the Board voted unanimously.
New Complaints Received: 
Discussion took place on the merits for a hearing on the following two cases.  The Board voted unanimously to hear each case at its next meeting scheduled for January 18th, 2013.
Docket  12-02:  Complaint received from Yvette Johnson v. Tom Waters, Iron Wheel Park Owner, Danville, NH.  Issue:   (RSA 205-A:2 IX)  Complainant states that park owner refused to pay invoices for repair/maintenance to underground system.  Park owner, Tom Waters, states that Complainant was not charged for replacing a damaged septic pipe from the house to the septic tank.  

Docket 12-03:  Complaint from Robert A. Brazil, attorney on behalf of complainant, Rodney and Sara Edwards v. The Agnes Bockmon Family, LLC (park owners), and Daniel Bouchard (park manager).  Issue: (RSA 205-A:2 II & VII)  Complainants have been told by Respondent that they sold their home without proper consent of the Respondent and they fear the Respondent will “take necessary steps to have the home removed from the property”.  Respondent states that they are enforcing the existing rules regarding the sale of manufactured homes in the park.    
Motion for Rehearing:
Docket 008-10:  Respondent’s Motion for Rehearing/Reconsideration/Clarification: Roland A. Morasse v. Ackerman’s Retirement Park (Robert and Barbara George).  Chairman Tay recused himself due to a professional conflict.  Vice Chair Nielsen chaired the remainder of the meeting. 
Attorney for the Ackerman’s, Thomas Morgan, distributed photos of the outside of the Morasse home which were taken the day after the April 16th hearing.  Discussion took place as to whether the water/drainage issue may have been caused by an improperly installed septic system.  Photos and weather information after rainy conditions showed no standing water or drainage issues in connection with the installation or operation of the new septic system.  Consensus was reached that the issue was that of surface water and, therefore, not within the Board’s jurisdiction covered by RSA 205-A:2 IX.  Attorney Nielsen agreed to draft the decision.
