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MINUTES

BOARD OF MANUFACTURED HOUSING MEETING
Friday, September 14, 2012

The following members were present:  Mark H. Tay, Esq., Chairman, Kenneth R. Nielsen, Esq., Vice Chairman, Lois Parris, Rep. Glenn F. Ritter, Peter Graves, Judy Williams.  Also in attendance were Louise Lavertu, ED of the NH Joint Board, Elyse Alkalay, AG Counsel, and Suzanne Beauchesne, Clerk of the Board.  Absent were Rep. David Russell and Juanita Martin.    
The meeting was called to order by Chairman Tay at 1:10 p.m.  Motion was made, seconded and passed to accept the minutes of the June 25, 2012 Board Meeting.

MOTIONS FOR REHEARING/RECONSIDERATION/CLARIFICATION:
Docket 008-10:  Respondent’s Motion for Rehearing/Reconsideration/Clarification: Roland A. Morasse v. Ackerman’s Retirement Park (Robert and Barbara George).  Motion dated July 24, 2012 asking the Board to reconsider its decision of June 25, 2012 and dismiss the resident’s complaint as beyond the jurisdiction of the Board and decide that any electric cost is not an improper maintenance charge to the resident.  Chairman Tay recused himself due to a professional conflict.  
Motion was made, seconded, and unanimously passed by the Board to deny reconsideration on the issue of responsibility for electric costs related to the septic system and to grant a rehearing on the water/drainage issue which will be held at the Board’s next meeting scheduled for November 16, 2012 at 1:00 p.m.

Docket 12-01:  Respondent’s Motion for Partial Reconsideration/Clarification: David Estes and Judy Estes v. Joseph Dupont, L&J Dupont Limited Partnership/Pine Gardens MHP.  Motion received July 24, 2012.  Motion made, seconded, and unanimously passed by the Board to deny Respondent’s Motion for Partial Reconsideration/Clarification.  Written decision will be disseminated to all affected parties.
Other Business:

Administrative Rules – Initial Proposal

It was noted that the Board’s contact information (Man 102.02 and Man 103.01) was updated and approved by the Bureau Chief of Consumer Protection in accord with RSA 205-A:31.  Also noted was the fact that some Administrative Rules will be expiring in February 2013.  Louise Lavertu advised the Board of the rulemaking process to re-adopt rules; i.e., rules must be filed with JLCAR and a public hearing must be held.  Once adopted, the rules will be in effect for ten (10) years.

Discussion ensued regarding changes necessary to Man 210.01 Record of the Hearing to reflect more modern electronic media in recordkeeping rather than “taped” recordings.  A motion was made, seconded and passed unanimously to submit the initial proposal of the Administrative Rules re-adoption as amended.  A public hearing on the Initial Proposal will be scheduled for the next meeting.
Board Terms:

Representative Ritter announced that he was not re-elected so would be going off the Board but did indicate an interest in the “public member” position.  Public Members, George Twigg, III is unable to continue due to his health, and Judy Williams’ term is expiring.  The Board also discussed the possibility of recommending Anna Mae Twigg to a Board position.  Louise Lavertu indicated that recommendations for Board positions are now made through application, and that nominees must be NH residents.  Lavertu will follow-up with the Governor’s office.
