FINDINGS OF FACT

1.  The Board heard testimony from Ms. Melvin and Mr. & Mrs. Cook concerning issues
raised by the Complainant.

2.  It was revealed during testimony and the Board has determined that, Cook’s Mobile
Home Park has not discriminated against Ms. Melvin, nor the Board found any credible
evidence that Ms. Melvin has not been allowed to have said guests, nor been allowed to
sell her mobile home.

3.   All findings of facts and conclusions have been consistent with the Board of
Manufactured Housing.

A decision of the Board may be appealed, by either party, by first applying for a
rehearing with the Board within thirty (30) days of the clerk’s date below, not the date
this decision is received, in accordance with Man 201.27 Decisions and Rehearings. The
Board shall grant a rehearing when: (1) there is new evidence not available at the time of
the hearing; (2) the Board’s decision was unreasonable or unlawful.
