Proposed code language: 

[A] 101.3 Intent.  
The intent of this code is to provide flexibility to permit the use of alternative approaches to achieve 
compliance with minimum requirements to safeguard the public health, safety and welfare insofar as 
they are affected by the repair, alteration, change of occupancy, addition and relocation of existing 
buildings.  

101.3.1 Repairs, alterations, additions and relocations to any existing building that falls under 
the jurisdiction of the International Residential Code for One- and Two Family Dwellings (IRC) 
complying with the provisions of the IRC Appendix J, shall be considered in compliance with this 
code. 
 

Reason / Justification: Administrative.  This was done in the previous 2009 IEBC amendments in a section that 
no longer exists in the code.  It is generally administrative and is brought forward to this section of the 2015 IEBC 
to make clear that IRC Appendix J is an appropriate compliance code for those structures that the fall under the 
IRC’s jurisdiction.
