Informational Bulletin:

Compressed Natural Gas Facilities Without Pipelines

Natural gas, compressed or distributed via pipeline, is not a new product,
nor is it foreign to the fire service. In the last year compressed natural gas
(CNG) has been distributed without a pipeline via high pressure frailers
over the road. The process consists of natural gas being compressed and
loaded into trailers at a pressure of approximately 4000 psi. The trailer is
transported to the end user, connected to the heating plant of the facil-
ity and left unmanned aft the site. The facility uses a “just in time” man-
agement philosophy. Just before the trailer is empty it is replaced. Con-
sequently these facilities are receiving 3 or 4 deliveries a day. This new
type of fuel supply represents very large savings to the end user and has
become very popular. Unfortunately this technology is so new that there
are no specific guidelines for its installation or use. This bulletin is intended
to provide a basic guide for proposed CNG installations.

Based on the current State Fire Code the following shall be required.
