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The meeting was called to order by Chairman Hannah at 10:03 AM.

Agenda item #1:

The board reviewed the minutes of the previous meeting dated 7-23-2019
Motion made by Mark Petrozzi:  To accept the minutes as presented.
Second by Bob Hoyt.
No further discussion.

Motion passed, vote was unanimous.


Mark Petrozzi recommended the board  create a file to capture any changes to the RSA that the board may want to update going forward.  This would make the process of updating the document easier and more efficient when the time comes. In addition,  issues like those discussed by Stan Judge (variance vs exception) would not be overlooked.


The board concurred with this recommendation.

Agenda item #2:

Bretton Woods 2019 dynamic test for the Bethlehem Lift, TRM 92, to be deferred until 2020 as they will be upgrading the service brake.


Alexa Bernotavicz handed out documentation in support of their request to defer the 7 year dynamic test on the Bethlehem until the following season (2020).  She explained it was their intention to complete a brake upgrade this year to coincide with the load test.  Unfortunately, the brake upgrade had to be put off until next year.  It is their hope that the load test scheduled for 2019 could be  postponed until 2020 so they would not have to load test the Bethlehem lift two years in a row.


Mark Petrozzi asked if there were any outstanding issues from the last load test.  Briggs Lockwood informed the board there were no issues outstanding on the Bethlehem lift.
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Motion made by Stan Judge:  Approve the request to postpone the 7 year dynamic test on the Bethlehem lift, TRM 92.  The test to be completed prior to the 2020/2021 operating season.

Second by Mark Petrozzi.

No further discussion.

Motion passed.  Vote was unanimous.

Agenda item #3:


Dartmouth Skiway to discuss adding a 12V generator to the Winslow lift, TRM 94.


Doug Holler gave the board an overview of their thought on providing power to the top of the Winslow lift.  Their idea was to place a 12V generator on the bullwheel of the return station.  He was looking for the boards input on what would be involved from their prospective. 


The board concurred that this would constitute a modification to the installation and would require an application for such.  Chairman Hannah stated that an engineer would need to provide a plan of the modification.  


Doug Holler thanked the board for their input and would keep them informed if they chose to move forward with this plan.

Agenda item #4:


Review MOU with USFS.


The board was provided with 2 MOU’s from other states to review.
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Briggs Lockwood explained to the board the US Forest Service was looking to enter into a Memorandum of understanding (MOU) between the two entities.  This would be a formal document that would allow the free exchange of information between the two bodies. 


Scot Woolfenden explained this would only pertain to those ski lifts that were on Forest Service land.  In NH there are only 4 ski areas that would fall within this criteria which represent 29 ski lifts, tows and conveyors. 

The board will  review  the MOU’s provided and asked that this item be placed on the agenda of a future meeting.


The board took no further action on this item.

At This time Briggs Lockwood present a plaque to Chairman Hannah from the Department of Safety.  The plaque was presented in recognition of his 28 years of dedicated service to the NH tramway board and his lifelong commitment to safety in the ski industry.
