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The meeting was called to order by Chairman Hannah at 10:05 AM.

Agenda item #1:

The board reviewed the minutes of the previous meeting dated 4-19-2019
Motion made by Mark Petrozzi:  To accept the minutes as presented.
Second by Stan Judge.
No further discussion.

Motion passed, vote was unanimous.

Agenda item #2: 


Administrative rules review and update.

Heidi Barba discussed the proper formatting and process for the submission of the administrative rules which were approved by the board at the July 19, 2018 meeting.  She further covered several changes made due to this formatting.  

Mark Petrozzi asked if there was an instruction manual that covered these formatting issues.  Heidi Barba explained there is not a clear cut instruction manual in the process of amending and updating rules.  She did offer to attend any future meetings dealing with rule changes to help the board navigate the process more easily.

Heidi Barba explained this is a complicated process.  The best way to proceed is to adopt only those rules or pieces that are being changed/amended.  The entire set of rules as a whole would not be adopted.  She explained all rules are on a 10 year adoption or re-adoption schedule.  Therefore, the rules being adopted currently would be up for re-adoption in 10 years, but the oldest rules in the whole package would be up for re-adoption in 3 years. 

Nancy Ettelson pointed out a misspelling in 303.02, C, 4.   Aerial not aeriel.

Briggs Lockwood explained that the law requires the registration end dates and start dates be October 31st and November 1st, respectfully.   In addition Mark Petrozzi stated that the end date and start dates for the spring should be May 14th and May 15th, respectfully. Therefore, 303.01 C and D need to reflect these dates.
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The board thanked Heidi Barba for her assistance in helping navigate this process and will be in touch with any further changes.
Agenda item #3:

King Pine; grip replacement, C-Tec lift.


Briggs Lockwood asked if the board would defer this item until later in the agenda to see if any King Pine personnel would attend the meeting.  The board agreed to move to the next agenda item.

Agenda item #4:


Sunapee Spruce Lift application for construction.


Briggs Lockwood handed out the construction application for the spruce lift TRM 81.   The application is to replace the drive with a new ABB drive.  Tom Bates will do the installation and SkyTrac will provide the engineering.  Scott Crowell explained to the board that they are hoping to incorporate bringing the safety factor on the haul rope above 5 by removing 5-6 chairs.   SkyTrac would be involved with this project also.  

Mark Petrozzi recommended tabling the application until a future meeting to let Sunapee time to complete their submittals.  The board concurred.

The application was table to a future meeting.
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Agenda item #5:


Cannon Tramway maintenance schedule.


John DeVivo explained to the board he was looking to defer maintenance on the tram scheduled for this fall until the spring.  He explained that Cannon Mountain has several major maintenance projects slated for this fall.   It would be a relief if this project could be rescheduled for the spring.  

The maintenance is part of a 10 year schedule outlined by the manufacturer.  John DeVivo explained they are going to get Red Blomer from Doppelmayr to review this issue and provide an opinion on the change.  

Stan Judge would like some documentation to support this deferment. 

Motion made by Mark Perozzi:  To accept the proposal by Cannon Mountain to perform maintenance on the tram carriage, scheduled for the fall of 2019, to be extended until May or June of 2020.

Second by Stan Judge.
No further discussion.

Motion passed.  Vote was unanimous.

Agenda item #6:

Nordic jumps.


Briggs Lockwood showed the board the new license plates for Nordic jumps.


Chairman Hannah explained that the board members still needs to get copies of the Nordic jump standard that will be utilized.


No further action was taken by the board.
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Mark Petrozzi asked about the issue of counterweights and the response from ski areas.  Nancy Ettelson explained that the response has been good and only a few areas still need to be contacted.  

Brian Heon informed the board the Wildcat express TRM 34 is now in compliance with the rollback provision.  He handed out a stamped letter and drawing from SkyTrac showing the changes made.   The lift is now in compliance with the standard that requires the automatic application of the rollback brake in all operational modes.  Lift inspectors Briggs Lockwood and Nancy Ettelson were present to observe the operation of the new changes.

At this time the board returned to agenda item #3, King Pine; grip replacement, C-Tec lift.


Briggs Lockwood explained that King Pine was looking at replacing the grips on the Polar bear lift TRM 15.  The new grips would be supplied by SkyTrac.  SkyTrac provided a letter stating the new grips are appropriate for this application and conform to ANSI B-77.1 sect 4.1.4.3.3.  

Chairman Hannah felt that SkyTrac’s letter should reference ANSI B-77.1 sect 4.1.4.3.

Motion made by Mark Petrozzi:  To except the grip certification presented by King Pine for the Polar Bear lift TRM 15, subject to amending the second sentence to include ANSI B-77.1 sect 4.1.4.3.
Second by Stan Judge.

No further discussion.

Motion passed.  Vote was unanimous.
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Chairman Hannah informed the board he has tendered his resignation from the board affective at the end of August.


All those present wished the chairman well in his future endeavors and thanked him for his many years of dedicated service to the ski industry. 


The board set the next meeting date for Tuesday July 23rd at 10 am, 110 Smokey Bear Blvd.

Motion made by Mark Petrozzi:  To adjourn the meeting.
