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Program Overview
The State Homeland Security Program (SHSP) supports the implementation of State Homeland Security Strategies to address the identified planning, organization, equipment, training, and exercise needs for acts of terrorism and other catastrophic events.  In addition, SHSP supports the implementation of the National Preparedness Guidelines, the National Incident Management System (NIMS), and the National Response Framework (NRF).
The FY 2014 HSGP plays an important role in the implementation of Presidential Policy Directive 8 (PPD-8) by supporting the development and sustainment of core capabilities. Core capabilities are essential for the execution of each of the five mission areas outlined in the National Preparedness Goal (NPG). Typing of Equipment and Training 

2014 HSGP plays an important role in the implementation of the National Preparedness System (NPS) by supporting the building, sustainment, and delivery of core capabilities for the execution of critical tasks in the National Planning Frameworks for each of the five mission areas outlined in the NPG.  Delivering core capabilities requires the combined effort of the whole community, rather than the exclusive effort of any single organization or level of government.  The 2014 grant will require grantees to have more in-depth knowledge of their threats and risks and will require more equipment typing, measurement, and reporting of equipment by capability.  The objective is to facilitate an integrated, all-of-Nation, risk informed, capabilities-based approach to preparedness.
Using the core capabilities, FY 2014 HSGP supports the achievement of the NPG by: 

· Preventing a threatened or an actual act of terrorism. 
· Protecting our citizens, residents, visitors, and assets against the greatest threats and hazards. 
· Mitigating the loss of life and property by lessening the impact of future disasters. 
· Responding quickly to save lives, protect property and the environment, and meet basic human needs in the aftermath of a catastrophic incident. 
· Recovering through a focus on the timely restoration, strengthening, and revitalization of infrastructure, housing, and a sustainable economy, as well as the health, social, cultural, historic, and environmental fabric of communities affected by a catastrophic incident
NH’s Investment for SHSP Hazmat Team funded local enhancements is “Strengthening Standardized CBRNE Detection, Response, and Decontamination Capabilities”  
All Hazmat Team funds awarded must be in line with the above investment as well as the Mission Areas and Core Capabilities.
Program Requirements:
· Use of SHSP funds must be consistent with and supportive of implementation of the State Homeland Security Strategy (SHSS).  Applications will be accepted for projects that enhance local Fire, EMS, Hazmat and EMD CBRNE detection and response, critical infrastructure protection, citizen protection, PPE acquisition, and WMD/HAZ MAT response and decontamination.
The following must be submitted in order for you to be considered for an award:

· Hazmat Teams must submit a list of current command staff and team members.

· Regional Hazmat Teams, not affiliated with a single municipality, must submit the most recent meeting minutes showing the election of officers.

· NIMS Compliance:
Per the 2014 Homeland Security Funding Opportunity Announcement, grantees receiving HSGP funding are required to implement the National Incident Management System (NIMS).  The NIMS uses a systematic approach to integrate the best existing processes and methods into a unified national framework for incident management.  Incident management refers to how incidents are managed across all homeland security activities, including prevention, protection, and response, mitigation, and recovery.  FY 2014 grantees must utilize standardized resource management concepts such as typing, inventorying, organizing, and tracking resources that facilitates the identification, dispatch, deployment, and recovery of their resources.  Please see page 15 for more detailed information on this requirement.
Authorized Program Expenditures

· Equipment requests and projects must align with the SHSS, specific Core Capabilities and National Priorities.  All equipment purchased will be “Resourced Typed” as described in 1c above.
· Generators, vehicles, trailers, communications towers and/or antennas, have limited or no alignment with the NH State Strategy and Investment Justifications (IJs) as approved in the 2014 State Homeland Security Grant (SHSP) application at this time.  It is recommended that these projects not be pursued via this application process in FFY 2014, as they are unlikely to be eligible for funding.

EXECUTIVE SUMMARY

STATE HOMELAND SECURITY STRATEGY (SHSS)

STATE OF NEW HAMPSHIRE

GOAL #1: Prevention - To achieve and sustain capabilities that enable the State of New Hampshire to avoid an incident or to intervene to stop an incident, either natural or man-made, from occurring. This goal protects lives and property of the citizens of New Hampshire.

GOAL #2: Protection - To achieve and sustain capabilities that enable the State of New Hampshire to reduce the vulnerability of critical infrastructure or key resources in order to deter, mitigate, or neutralize catastrophic events including terrorist attacks, major disasters, and other emergencies.

GOAL #3: Response - Achieve and sustain capabilities that enable the State of New Hampshire to address the short-term, direct effects of natural or man-made including terrorism events. These activities include immediate actions to preserve life, property, and the environment; meet basic human needs; and maintain the social, economic, and political structure of the affected community.

GOAL #4: Recovery - Achieve and sustain capabilities that enable the State of New Hampshire to develop, coordinate, and execute service- and site-restoration plans and the reconstitution of government operations and services through individual, private-sector, non-governmental, and public assistance programs following a natural or man-made event including a terrorism incident.

NIMS Compliance: What training do I need?

“NIMS Compliance” is required only for those agencies/jurisdictions that wish to apply for any Federal preparedness grants (Homeland Security, Assistance to Firefighters Act, etc.) However, since ICS is used across the country by response agencies for just about all incidents, it is good training to have.

The Federal guidance for NIMS/ICS training has several recommendations, and they can often be confusing. Hopefully, this fact sheet can remove some of that confusion.
Who needs to take what?

All first responders, regardless of their discipline (police, fire, Ems, etc.), should take ICS 100, ICS 200 and IS 700 or their equivalent training. This provides the basic tools needed to understand and use ICS in the field. This training can be done online or in a classroom (with the exception of IS 700 which is only online).

Emergency Management Directors should also take IS 800 which is only available online.

When it comes to ICS 300 and ICS 400, these are advanced ICS courses which are designed for those people who could or would be in what are called Command & General Staff positions (Incident Commander, Operations Section Chief, etc.). In New Hampshire, the only folks who are required to take these classes are all fire chief officers (chief, assistant chief, deputy chief, etc.), police chiefs of departments with more than 50 members, county sheriffs and certain State Police. 

Although anyone is eligible to take these advanced courses, and it would be beneficial for EOC/MACE staff to take them, there is no requirement to do so at this time.

This guidance is from the State only; if your agency or jurisdiction requires that you take this training, then follow that guidance.

Do Selectmen or Town Administrators need this training?

Not that much unless you are also a first responder in some fashion. You should, however, have an understanding of ICS because your employees (first responders) use it. There is a special program for you folks, though. It is short and to-the-point. It’s called ICS 402 and it’s an overview of ICS that lets you know what ICS is and how it works. If you are only an administrator, this course will satisfy NIMS compliance for grants.

I work in an EOC/MACE. What should I have?
You should have ICS 100 ICS 200 and IS 700 like all other responders. It would help you in your position to have ICS 300 and ICS 400 as well, but it is not required unless your specific plan calls for it.
I took the NFA ICS class or the NH PSTC ICS class. What does this count for?
If you completed the 16 hour ICS class from the National Fire Academy (H806) or the 16 hour NH Police Academy class (Critical Incident Management), you have the equivalent of ICS 100 and ICS 200.
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
