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NEW HAMPSHIRE TO RECEIVE FEDERAL SNOW EMERGENCY AID

   
CONCORD, N.H. – President Bush has approved federal snow emergency aid to New Hampshire for snowstorms that occurred on Jan. 22-23 and Feb. 10-11, 2005, according to the Federal Emergency Management Agency.


The financial assistance, which will be provided to state agencies, municipalities and non-profit organizations in the affected counties, was approved because of record or near-record snowfalls during the two storms.


Counties approved for aid for the Jan. 22-23 storm are: Belknap, Carroll, Cheshire, Grafton, Hillsborough, Merrimack, Rockingham, Strafford and Sullivan.


Counties approved for aid for the Feb. 10-11 storm are: Carroll, Cheshire, Coös, Grafton, and Sullivan.


The N.H. Bureau of Emergency Management and the Federal Emergency Management Agency will conduct workshops for officials in the eligible counties to assist them with application procedures and answer questions.

Details of where and when those workshops will be held will be announced at a later date.
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
